Gongs music is a bit hard to describe its jazzy folky rocky it can only be described
as Gongish.Gong formed in about I97I with Daevid Allen the main driving force and the
inspiration behind them.Dasevid had spent most of the sixties living in France.Afier
leaving a band called Soft Machine Am sixties pop,Jjazz vmbav Daevid found himself living
in Paris also around that time where the students uprising and riots in I968 which he
became involved with.Most of Daevids 1p ' Banana moon® is based upon his experiences and
the events of that time.Daevid was forced to leave Paris by the french authorities.
THe Planet Gong mytholigies made up by Daevid are mainly based on sound philisophical
jdeas and are indeed what kept Gong alive and perhaps what gave them that- certain liking
with zero the herc ,the pot head pixies,flying teapots,fred the fish,the octawe doctors
f£illin many of the lyrica of many of the Gong 1p's.Daevid did many talks and lectures
about the Planet Gong in the seventies.Gong also played many gigs concerts and festivals
and even played in prisons.This is only a small part of Gongs history and really only
focusee on ome member but as I said earlier he was the force: really behind them and his
music is better than all the other Gong members who asplit up to do their own solo 1lps
and things.Gongs music is really happy and cheering than many of the boring bands nowada
-ys so perhaps you will go and buy Flying Teapot 1lp as that is very brilliant.I8ve
written down Daevid Allen/Gong discography ae it may be of use to someon® and also the
stuff ifve got so if you want a copy of any of my gong collection just send a tape oke.
